   The USA Country Store at the 
ACWW Triennial opened at 3:30 
p.m. Wednesday April 21, 2010. 

The store opened with 4,570 
craft items to sell. A variety of 
jewelry, clothing, pillow cases, 
baskets, Hot Springs diamonds, 
quilted items, crochet items,   
Arkansas whetstone, fabric fat 
quarters, cards, baby items, USA 
items, ACWW items, purses, and 
many others were available. 

 

   The crowd was large between 
each plenary. The cashier was 
busy with a line to pay for mer-
chandise.  Money was an issue 
sometimes with delegates trying 
to figure out what USA currency 
was needed.  One comment was 

“your money is all the same 
color” and others held their hand 
out with money for the cashier to 
take the amount owed.  The last 
three days, a “Blue light special 
sale” was available on items that 
were available in large numbers  
-  crochet dish cloths, crochet 
bottle huggers, crochet neck-
laces, knitted items and ACWW 
items.

The few remaining crafts 
will be sold at the Arkansas Exten-
sion Homemakers Council state 
meeting craft show in June, 2010 
and the Hot Springs Arts and 
Crafts Show sponsored by the Gar-
land County Extension Homemak-
ers Council in October, 2010.  The 
money from these sales will go to 
ACWW Pennies for Friendship. 

 

   The Country store was a great 
success, thanks to the many    tal-
ented members who donated their 
time and crafts to sell. 
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   This was to be the first time 
that we were able to attend the 
ACWW Triennial.  At first, we 
felt lost with so many people, but 
we discovered everyone was so 
friendly.  The first ladies we met 
were from Canada.  This is when 
we received our first “pin” ex-
change from another country.  
Since our pins had not arrived 
when we did, we discovered that 
the Post Office had just released 
a new quarter depicting Hot 
Springs National Park, the first 
issue of this series, on that very 
Monday.
